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Our School 

St. Francis Xavier’s School (Tsuen Wan) was founded by the Marist Brothers in 1963. The school adopted 

St Marcellin Champagnat’s approach to educate children and youth. The initial intention was to provide 

teenagers from less wealthy families with the chance of education. However, with the growth of economy 

in the local community, most of our students are now from the families of higher socio-economic status. 

 

The school now occupies an area of about 3,300 square metres with all classrooms air-conditioned. It is a 

well-furnished school complex comprised of 4 laboratories for Science subjects; special rooms for Visual 

Arts, Computer Studies, Geography, Music, Computer Science; a Multi-media Learning Centre; a Library; 

a Student Activity Centre and a Conference Room. The School Hall is air-conditioned with a seating 

capacity of 450. In addition, there is an open playground, two covered playgrounds and a basketball court.

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Our Teachers 

In 2015-16, 52 full-time teachers served regularly at our school, plus a Principal and a 

Native-speaking English Teacher (NET). All teachers are degree-holders with professional 

training.  
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Our Learning and Teaching 

In 2015-16, the number of active school days (上學日) was 196, among them, the number of 

actual school days (實際上課日，不包括測考日) was 167 days. Some of the school days were 

allocated for special activity days, such as OLE days, sports days, swimming gala, etc.. 
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Achievements and Reflections on Major Concerns  

Major concern 1: “To further improve overall learning & teaching 

effectiveness in the classroom.” 

Achievements 

HKDSE Result:  

 85.6% of our students achieved 22222 or above, including Eng and Chin. 33.9% of them 

achieved 3322 in the four core-subjects and therefore met the basic entrance requirement for 

admission to the UGC-granted universities under the JUPAS system. 

 

In respect of Target 1.1: Overall teacher capacity is enhanced. 

 78% of teachers agreed that the lesson observation is useful to improve their teaching 

effectiveness. However, overall teaching efficacy could be further enhanced providing that the 

following components could be implemented more systematically in daily lessons: (1) retrieve 

the key concepts learnt in previous lessons; (2) specify the learning targets of the lesson; (3) 

reiterate the key concepts during the lesson; (4) recap the key concepts to sum up the lesson, (5) 

assign homework to consolidate and stretch students’ learning from the lesson, and (6) 

encourage students to prepare for the next lesson to promote self-learning. 

 The overall L&T questionnaire data exhibited a high rate of satisfaction with 94.0% of questions 

concerning teaching attaining level 3.5. 70% teachers attained level 3 or above in the lesson 

observations in appraisal lesson observations. Despite some discrepancy found among teachers 

the majority of teachers achieved an overall enhancement of professional capacity in conducting 

classroom teaching.  

 

In respect of Target 1.2: Marking quality of homework is improved. 

 The average L&T score of the question concerning marking quality was 3.84 against the 5-point 

scale. However, internal discrepancy in homework marking quality was found among different 

subject teachers. To improve, the teachers should address the following points: (1) assign 

homework with light loading but high frequency; (2) explain clearly the marking rubrics to 

students at the beginning of the school year; and (3) give comments in a constructive way.  
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In respect of Target 1.3: Learning diversity is handled. 

 At junior secondary level, learning diversity is handled mainly in light of assessment. The 

average L&T score of the question concerning leveled assignment was 3.84. Most subject 

teachers can modify challenging questions for bonus marks in examinations and tests. About 

80% of students have attempted the bonus questions. 

 At senior secondary level, tutorials with different learning targets were arranged in most DSE 

subjects to better cater for students with different learning abilities. 

In respect of Target 1.4: The MOI policy to strengthen students’ learning by English is reinforced. 

 Collaboration with the IS Department in terms of grammar curriculum, Writing Journal/ Book 

Review and Reading Comprehension in S. 1-2 was carried out as in previous years. 

 Regular cross curriculum activities held by the English KLA, the Science KLA and the 

Mathematics KLA were conducted. The English learning environment of Science and 

Mathematics was enriched with posters of Mathematics, bulletin board with Mathematics and 

Science themes and the audio recording of Integrated Science and Mathematics notes on line. 

 IS and Maths teachers’ English proficiency was generally satisfactory but many of the Maths 

lessons lacked opportunities for students to interact with each other.  Thus, some of the teachers 

were observed once more in the 2nd term. Knowing the purpose of the lesson observation more 

clearly, most of them were able to design lessons meeting the requirement. 

 MOI questionnaires show very positive responses from students and teachers on the measures 

above. The measures will continue in the following year with minor refinement.  

Major concern 2:“To explore students’ potential, to plan their individual 

pathways.” 

Achievements 

 A systematic series of educational activities have been formalized to realize students’ character 

formation & capacity building (‘From multiple talents to multiple pathways’). 

 Before formally starting their secondary education, a systematic learning goal-setting course was 

offered to all Secondary One students in August. Two camps were organized by the Pastoral Team 

and the school social worker respectively in the summer to help the new comers to fast adapt to 

their school life. In addition, a week-long English Bridging Program was offered to better prepare 

them for learning the EMI- subjects. 
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 Under the “體藝顯才華”Scheme, each S1 student was requested to join at least three 

interest-based courses ranging from musical instruments, VA, to physical education. A Variety 

Show, which was themed as “SPARK” was held during one of the evenings of the OLE days in the 

second school term by the Student Association to provide students a platform to show their talents 

and learning outcomes from the“體藝顯才華”Scheme as well as the other OLE activities. 

“SPARK” was warmly received by the students. A survey was conducted to collect the opinions 

from the performers and audience shortly after the SPARK show. A high responding rate was found, 

i.e. 91.7%. Over 80% of respondents were satisfied with the show. Street dancing, drumming and 

singing were the three most popular events. Given the warm response from the performers and 

audience, the Student Association will continue to organize the Variety Show in the next school 

year.  

 With the provision of the CLPG, some teachers’ teaching loads were partially released to enable 

them to give class-based or individual-based (S6 students only) guidance to S3-6 students to better 

plan their further studies or career paths on a regular basis. To provide more in-depth information to 

help students selecting their elective subjects, an evening workshop was co-conducted by the 

teachers of elective subjects and the Careers Team in June.  

 

Reflection 

 To reflect on the“體藝顯才華”Scheme, a Magic Club, Snooker Club and Swimming Club will be 

introduced to expand the scope of the students’  interests. 

 In respect of further consolidating students’ self- discipline and social skills on campus, a clearer 

division of labor between the subject teachers and supportive measures from the class teachers, 

SEN/Counseling/Discipline Teams could be put in place. Each teacher is delegated to keep good 

class management as well as deliver subject matters effectively. However, discrepancy is found 

among teachers in handling class discipline. Each teacher would be anticipated to further achieve an 

overall enhancement of professional capacity in light of both delivering knowledge and guiding 

students’ personal development. 

 

Major concern 3: “To reinforce Marist Education as the foundation of Holistic 

Education.” 

Achievements 

 In respect of targeting students and teachers learn to live ‘In the Way of Mary’ and internalize ‘Love 

of Work’ in their study, the Pastoral Team, with the help of class teachers/subject teachers, focused 

on nurturing students’ seriousness during Mass and Prayer. All S1 students were arranged to 
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participate in the summer camp organized by the Pastoral Team. Every Wednesday, all Catholic 

students were arranged to take part in the Mass conducted by the Supervisor of the School. Teachers 

were able to ensure that all students participate in saying prayers. It was observed that most students 

have become more engaged when the pastoral teachers or the Catholic students share messages 

from the Bible during the school assemblies.  

Reflection 

 The strategies for actualizing Major Concern 3 were too general. There is a need to specify the 

strategies in the coming year. The Pastoral Team would help extract the core values of the Marist 

Education and specify the strategies in its annual plan of 2015-16 accordingly.

Appendix 4: Report on Newly Arrived Children (NAC) (2015-16 年度新來港學童成效報告) 

今年的適應課程仍然重點培訓新來港學生的英語能力。新來港學生在英語書寫方面其實已有一定的基礎, 

他們最迫切需要追趕的是聆聽及說話方面的訓練。由於上年的英語聆聽訓練方法取得了不錯的成效，故此今

年亦沿用此方法。另外, 今年亦加強在說話方面的訓練。每次上課時均會播放兩至三首英文歌，先讓他們在聆

聽時寫出自己聽到的歌詞，然後再派發印有部分歌詞的工作紙給他們，讓他們再次聆聽音樂並填寫工作紙。

在填寫完工作紙後，他們需要互相校對對方的答案，如果答案有所不同則需要一齊討論，之後再派發完整歌

詞給他們，並播放最後一次音樂，要求他們認真聆聽工作紙上錯誤或者遺漏的地方。這樣做一方面既可以通

過有趣的方式訓練其英文聆聽能力，另一方面透過討論，亦可以訓練他們的說話能力。此外，透過討論亦可

以讓他們學習以互補長短的方式合力自行尋找解決問題的方法，避免過度依賴老師。  
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課程中亦增加了報章閱讀的環節，每次上課前均會要求他們閱讀一篇英文時事新聞，並要求其自行查閱

不明白的單詞並作記錄，藉此訓練其英文閱讀能力, 亦有助其盡快認識香港社會。與此同時，在課堂上亦會與

他們討論相關的時事議題，增加他們對時事的了解以及增強其批判性思維和獨立思考的能力，加強其英語說

話能力, 長遠亦有助其在高中階段通識科的學習。
